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LARRKRY DIXON
AUTHOR GUEST OF HONOUR

LARRY DIxXON IS A respected, funny,
friendly and completely approachable
guy with a diverse and adventurous
history. He is a “Player Character,” as he
puts it, whose life seems like fiction—but
he is completely for real.

Son of a Delta Force career
commando and an Oklahoman farmgirl,
Larry grew up in many American and
European settings, usually haunting the
local art museums and hobby stores.

At age 9 he saved up his babysitting
money and bought his first typewriter,
intent upon writing and illustrating his
own novels. Northern Italy is where
his passions for painting, sculpting and
storytelling took root, as well as his
interests in state-level diplomacy, early
computers and rocketry.

In Junior High, Larry became one
of the “Boy Wonder” strategists at the
Ft. Bragg Battle Simulations Center,
spending his weekends facing off against
Army officers on armor-and-batallion
sand tables. During this time, he learned
Chainmail and D&D from some of the
original mimeographed and handwritten
manuscripts of the games. He has been
a roleplaying games buft since the 1970’s,
and has illustrated or helped design
many RPGs.

Educated at the North Carolina
School of the Arts during High School,

and then at the Savannah College of
Art and Design, his story work became
as popular as his artwork. He has been
an uncredited co-plotter or co-writer
for many popular properties, bringing
jovial and energetic approaches to
collaborative work. Many cover-credited
novels have followed, too, including

the ever-popular Gryphon series, the
Winds, Storms, SERRAted Edge, and
Owl books with the mighty Mercedes
(Misty) Lackey. Born to Run has been
hailed as a “romp with a conscience,”
and 7The Black Gryphon has been critically
referred to as “A modern classic,” and is
in its nineteenth printing.

As a birds-of-prey rehabilitation
specialist, he and his wife Misty have
gotten over four hundred hawks, owls,
falcons and corbies back into the
wild from their home-based facilities
in Oklahoma. Additionally, Larry
is an accomplished race car driver,
storm-spotter, volunteer firefighter,
world traveler, aviculturist, show host,
occasional movie consultant/special
effects man, model maker and internet
veteran. His biggest movie contribution
thus far—though still very minor, he
says—is as the Great Eagles advisor for
Peter Jackson’s Lord Of the Rings films.

Larry loves standup comedy; genre
movies; subcultures; aikido; storms;



design; SF TV; odd cars (he owns
many, and a few even run); his hawks,
cockatoos and owls; history; comic
books; architecture; costume; road trips;
woodworking; studio scale and hobby
scale modelmaking; International Rally
and American LeMans Series racing;
dirty jokes; club/trance/electronica,
synth, experimental, and ambient music;
and just plain making people feel good
about themselves.

Additionally, Larry sponsors
substance abuse rehab patients and
he seems to be the “go to guy” for
emotional, relationship, and life-direc-
tion advice. He is a survivor of many
serious illnesses and refuses to be
stopped by his health circumstances.
Over the years, his rescue work has led
to all sorts of injuries (when a paramedic
calls a man “hard to kill,” you know a
guy’s been around). He’s licensed as
a bodyguard and trained in executive
protection & extraction and combat

driving. As of this writing, he is also
just a few months short of his private
investigator license.

Larry’s work is in a dozen languages
and millions of copies in print, and he’s
been a Guest at over 200 conventions
worldwide over the last 25 years. BUT—
he’s available for work, don’t be bashful
about asking. He isn't ALWAYS off on
some adventure. Be bold! Reach him at
gryphonking@gmail.com anytime.

His ongoing, everchanging decades-
long romance with Mercedes Lackey
is legendary. Larry feels equally com-
fortable around generals, rock stars,
fans, firefighters, victims, cops, media
and movie makers because, hey, he’s an
Okie. Definitely chat with him or ask
questions at panels about approaches
to your work—nothing makes him
happier than helping someone with their
avocations, and bringing more beauty
into the world.

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MERCEDES LACKEY
AUTHOR GUEST OF HONOUR

MERCEDES ENTERED THIS WORLD on ]une
24,1950, in Chicago, had a normal childhood and
graduated from Purdue University in 1972. During the
late 70’s she worked as an artist’s model and then went
into the computer programming field, ending up with
American Airlines in Tulsa, Oklahoma. In addition

to her fantasy writing, she has written lyrics for and
recorded nearly fifty songs for Firebird Arts & Music, a
small recording company specializing in science fiction
folk music.

“I'm a storyteller; that’s what I see as ‘my job.” My
stories come out of my characters; how those characters
would react to the given situation. Maybe that’s why
I get letters from readers as young as thirteen and as
old as sixty-odd. One of the reasons I write song lyrics
is because I see songs as a kind of ‘story pill —they
reduce a story to the barest essentials or encapsulate
a particular crucial moment in time. I frequently will
write a lyric when I am attempting to get to the heart
of a crucial scene; I find that when I have done so,
the scene has become absolutely clear in my mind,
and I can write exactly what I wanted to say. Another
reason is because of the kind of novels I am writing:
that is, fantasy, set in an other-world semi-medieval
atmosphere. Music is very important to medieval
peoples; bards are the chief news bringers. When I
write the ‘folk music’ of these peoples, I am enriching
my whole world, whether I actually use the song in the
text or not.

“I began writing out of boredom; I continue out of
addiction. I can’t ‘not’ write, and as a result I have no
social life! I began writing fantasy because I love it,
but I try to construct my fantasy worlds with all the
care of a ‘high-tech’science fiction writer. I apply the
principle of TANSTAAFL [“There ain't no such thing
as free lunch’, credited to Robert Heinlein) to magic,
for instance; in my worlds, magic is paid for, and the
cost to the magician is frequently a high one. I try to
keep my world as solid and real as possible; people
deal with stubborn pumps, bugs in the porridge, and
love-lives that refuse to become untangled, right along
with invading armies and evil magicians. And I try to
make all of my characters, even the ‘evil magicians,’
something more than flat stereotypes. Even evil
magicians get up in the night and look for cookies,
sometimes.

“I suppose that in everything I write I try to
expound the creed I gave my character Diana Tregarde
in Burning Water:

“There’s no such thing as ‘one, true way’; the only
answers worth having are the ones you find for yourself;
leave the world better than you found it. Love, freedom,
and the chance to do some good—they’re the things
worth living and dying for, and if you aren’t willing to
die for the things worth living for, you might as well
turn in your membership in the human race.”



JUST A FEW QUESTIONS...

Mercedes Lackey

RATHER THAN WRITE ON one topic, I
thought I'd answer a few questions that have
come up in the past.

You've written in almost every era
of fantasy, what brings you back
to writing contemporary fantasy
and what advantages do you see
to writing in a contemporary time
frame?

Well in contemporary fantasy there is the
challenge of making it fit into the “real world”
and the advantage of not having to explain
everything to the reader. After all, everyone
knows what a 747 and a microwave are.

Epic and historical fantasies have the
advantage of being more ‘timeless’ to
readers. What aspects do you believe
would make a contemporary fantasy
timeless?

By treating it as an historical fantasy. If
something is clearly “the flavor of the month”
and might not be recognized a few years
down the road, embed it in such a way that
later readers will “get it.”

Much about the writing of fantasy is the
author’s ability to get the readers to ‘suspend
disbelief’. What literary devices have you
used to get your readers to believe in mythical
creatures and feats of magic?

My magic always obeys rules, and
generally obeys the rules of physics. It
doesn’t come out of nothing, it costs to use it,
and there is no such thing as free lunch or the
cavalry coming over the hill for a last minute
rescue—unless the story has been set up in
such a way that such a thing is logical and
doesn’t break the third wall. The more you
can get readers to go “yeah, I can see that,”
the easier it is for them to suspend disbelief.

You've broken many fantasy taboos,
including stronger genre blending
(such as adding a mystery or strong
romance line to a fantasy story),
writing homosexual protagonists,
and writing pagan friendly fiction.
Do you see (or plan on) any new
groundbreaking trends coming for
contemporary fantasy?

Actually I haven't broken any taboos that
hadn’t already been broken by other, abler
writers before me. Marion Zimmer Bradley,
C.L. Moore, C.J. Cherryh, Fritz Leiber,
Manley Wade Wellman, Thomas Burnett
Swan, Roger Zelazney, just to name a few.
All of us have had, I think, one thing in
common: we were more interested in doing
justice to the story we wanted to tell than
worrying about breaking taboos. That’s
certainly all I have ever done, and all I ever
plan to do.

Collaborative work is difficult for most
writers, yet, you seem to be able to
write with a wide variety of other
writers, including your spouse. Do you
have any secret tips for this type of
work? What are the best and worst
aspects of writing collaboratively?
Are you flexible in your role as a
collaborator, or do you tend to

do the same tasks when you are
collaborating?

For collaborative writing to work well, you
have to get along, you have to have similar
(but by NO means the same) ideas about
things, and one of you has to be the boss with
the final say. Generally that’s the most senior
writer—but the boss also has to recognize
his strengths and weaknesses, and when the
partner(s) are stronger in one aspect, get

out of the way and let the partner do his

job. The best aspect is that it is social and
that you never have to worry about hitting a
wall, because if you do, you just hand it off to

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your partner. The worst is waiting. All
partners generally have other projects
on the boil, and waiting is always tough.
I've been both junior and senior on
collaborative projects, so I guess you

could say I am flexible.

Several authors have done
television series based on their
contemporary work. Do you

see this as a possibility for any

of your stories? If so, would you
say which one(s) you'd like to see
serialized?

You have to understand that the odds
of something like that happening

are equivalent to winning the lottery.
Hundreds of books are published every
year, a very, very small number get
optioned, and of those, an even smaller
number make it into production and
then into actual broadcast. I'm pretty
realistic about this; I think it pretty
unlikely. I would say that the most
cinematic and easy to translate into any
size screen are the contemporaries, but I
very much doubt it is going to happen.

Your writing life, as you describe
it, is a good deal different from
your former working life. What'’s
it like being a self-described
‘vampire' and what adjustments
have you had to make to co-exist
with editors, agents, and others
who live in the daytime workday
world?

Well actually it’s not as hard as it might
seem. I catch their early-morning
emails before I go to bed, and get the
last of their afternoon ones when I get
up, usually in time to answer them. I
rarely talk to anyone on the phone
anymore, and I am pretty sure that is the
case for just about everyone these days,
not just me.

What is one question you have
always wished someone would
ask you—and how would you
answer that question?

“Would you be willing to option this
book for a million dollar movie deal?”
“Yes, please!”

IN THE HANDS OF Greg
Broadmore, the imaginary becomes
reality. As Studio Director for Weta
Workshop’s games studio, Greg’s
artistic visions have been brought to
life in a variety of media including
Spatial Computing via the visionary
Magic Leap One platform, which
his team helped shape as a pioneer
developer in Spatial Computing.
'This trailblazing technology allows
the wearer to see and interact with
virtual make-believe worlds and
characters while still seeing the real
world around them.

Since the launch of Dr.
Grordbort’s Invaders, the flagship
game for the MLz, Greg has been
leading a forward-thinking team of game developers
through this new medium of storytelling and
world-building. Today, the studio continues to explore
new ways of creating interactive experiences at the
exciting forefront of realtime technology.

Games are among the most immersive and engaging
ways to draw people into stories, allowing us to explore
exotic worlds and meet strange characters. The goal of
Weta Workshop’s game studio is to extend its love of
world-building and creation into this exciting medium.

Before delving into games, Greg was best known
for creating the world of Dr. Grordbort—a satirical
retro-sci-fi world of elaborate rayguns, rocketships and

interplanetary colonialism, which
he created in 2007. He designed
and released a line of high-end,
collectible rayguns and merchan-
dise based on the universe of Dr.
Grordbort and, in 2009, launched
an exhibition, “Dr. Grordbort’s
Exceptional Exhibition”, which
toured the world via China,
Hong Kong, Germany, France,
Switzerland and New Zealand.

Since 2002, Greg has worked
at Weta Workshop as a designer,
artist/sculptor and writer. He
was the lead concept designer on
Neill Blomkamp’s District 9 and
a concept designer and sculptor
on Peter Jackson’s King Kong,

The Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, The Witch and the
Wardrobe and The Adventures of Tintin.

Greg has also written and illustrated many books,
including four based in the world of Dr. Grordbort: Dr.
Grordbort’s Contrapulatronic Dingus Directory (2008),
VICTORY - Scientific Adventure Violence for Young Men
and Literate Women (2009), TRIUMPH - Unnecessarily
Violent Tales of Science Adventure for the Simple and
Unfortunate (2012) and ONSLAUGHT (2014).

NICEST GUY EVER
(CONSIDERING HOW MANY PEOPLE HE KILLS)

GEORGE R.R. MARTIN HAS lots of friends. A
lot. This is because he’s a nice guy and an all-around,
first-rate human being.

I first met George in Austin, Texas in 19-mum-
bilty-mumble-something. My housemates (Howard
Waldrop, RU Steinberg, and The Future Husband)
decided they wanted to throw a house party during
a convention where George was Guest of Honor.
(Howard and George have been friends since long
before 19 mumbilty-mumble-something. They'd met in
19-mumbilty-mumbilty-mumbilty-mumble-something,
bonding over comics. 7he Brave and the Bold #28 to be
exact. George came to the fandom party early.)

By the time I first read him, he'd already published a
terrific body of work. Mumbilty-mumble years of work.
Good stuff. Mainline-it stuff. The stuff you hope goes
on and on because it’s #hat good.

Sadly, I came to the Martin party /aze.

The first thing I read by George was “Sandkings”
published in OMNI Magazine. (Yes. Yes! I said I was
late to the party. Very late. Epically late.)

“Sandkings” is set in George’s “Thousand Worlds”
universe. Other works set there include, 4 Song for
Lyra, Dying of the Light, Nightflyers, and “The Way of
Cross and Dragon.” Even before his later books (the
you-know-which-ones-I'm-talking-about-don’t-make-
me-say-it books) were published, George was working
at an epic scale.

His stand-alone novels, Fevre Dream and
Armageddon Rag, each feel as if they are part of much
larger universes. For those of you who have never read
anything other than his later books (and you know who
you are), you owe it to yourself to read them. These
terrific novels possess the same qualities all his work
does. They take familiar tropes and turn them around in
unexpected ways that make perfect sense, even as they
toss you about, whip you from side-to-side, and leave

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you wishing for more. That came out more pervy than
expected. I digress.

'The party starts and I get all distracted with hosting
and whatnot when The Future Husband says, “Hey,
let me introduce you to George.” Not Mr. Martin, just
George. The introduction was made and I'm pretty sure
I said something witty like “Ngha gerup gnhaaaaaa.”
It’s a blur. What isn't a blur is how utterly lovely
George was. He said, “Hello,” ignored my momentary
lack of verbal skills, and then proceeded to chat
with me until I was able to construct whole English
sentences.

This experience will come as no surprise to anyone
in the fannish community. George’s kindness is
well-known. I've seen him put speechless, and not so
speechless, fans at ease. I've seen
his long-standing and incredibly
close relationship with SMOFS the
world over. Fandom is his family.
You know, the family you get to
choose. Unlike those strangers who
keep showing up for holidays with
weird casseroles featuring candied guy.”
fruit rind.

And for as many beloved characters as George has
killed (and tortured) over the years, he’s a very sweet,
funny guy. I'd love to regale you with the funny, except,
like all great humor, it’s of the moment. And if anyone
is going to be funny here, it’s me.

Flash forward to 2005. A group of us are hanging
out at Conestoga 9 where George is Guest of Honor.
Later, there’s a small group (Howard Waldrop, The
Now Husband, Toastmaster Brad Denton and his wife
lovely Barbara, Walton Simons, Ken Keller, Terry Matz,
and George) who decide to give Brad a little surprise
birthday party in Howard’s room. It’s an impromptu
thing cobbled together at the last minute. We get a
small performance of The George and Howard Show.
Okay, this isn't exactly true. There aren’t any small
performances of the George and Howard Show.

Anyway, George s, as ever, a delight. This is after 4
Song of Ice and Fire had become a thing, though not yet
THE THING it was going to become, but it’s still a

thing. We chatted at the party, and I managed not to
fangirl again.

The next week, I get an email from George asking
if I'd like to pitch a character for Wild Cards. (Now
Wild Cards, if you're not familiar with it, is a shared-
world science fiction series first published in 1987 that
continues in print to this day.) George has been its
editor since the beginning. This is a labor of love for
him. And, like The Thousand Worlds and A Song of
Ice and Fire universes, it’s detailed, robust, and a great
place to write in. And, because I'm no fool, I said, “Yes.
Yes, I would like to pitch.”

George liked a couple of my characters and I've been
writing in the Wild Cards universe ever since. This is
par for the course with George. He likes to give people
opportunities. I'm hardly alone in
this good fortune. Look around,
there are loads of people he’s given
a hand up.

And though he’s a really nice
guy, being edited by George can be
a singular, and often ego-crushing,
experience. He may eviscerate your
story, but he does it with love. He
may like you, but if you turn in a bad proposal or give
him a story that isn't working, he’s going to let you
know. Annoyingly enough, he’s right about this stuft a
lot of the time. Dammit.

Because George apparently dislikes being bored,
while he was writing all these wonderful novels, stories,
and editing Wild Cards, he also edited a wide variety of
short story collections, wrote for television, and played
a mean triangle in a skiffle band called The Tube Tops.
(Just checking to see if you're still paying attention.)

A lot of this may seem like ancient history, but
George is far more than just his ASol&F work, and
it would be a shame if all you ever knew of him were
those works. (Though heaven knows, that really is
plenty.)

And I'd totally call him if I needed help burying a
body. Because he’s nice that way.

Rose recounts her journey into fandom

| HAD ALWAYS BEEN a reader and had discovered
science fiction when I was a teenager and watched SF
TV as an adult. Started taking notice of adverts around
the traps and decided to trot along to a Star Trek
convention. This would be about 1992—it was George
Takei; and it was great. Had so
much fun, even though I was alone
I didn't feel lonely. Talked to lots
and lots of folks. Even had drinks
in the bar with a group. It was there
I picked up lots of flyers for various
fan clubs in Melbourne.

How did I get involved in
organised fandom? I didn’t sit back
passively and read and watch. I
joined various fan clubs because
of the camaraderie. I wanted new friends (because
a divorce stole my old ones); these people were
welcoming, inviting, generous and fun. I wanted that
too. And I had a ball doing it. Playing in a small pond.
Many, many of those people are still my friends—my
life-long friends and I maintain contact with them.

I moved into general fandom because I have a core
belief/value that it is irrelevant what medium science
fiction is published in; if it fits the criteria, then it’s

science fiction. Same with fandom: it really annoys
me when the distinction is made between fandoms:
Literary or Media. With the onset of the Internet
and the popularising of science fiction in mainstream
entertainment whether visual or books (because the
literati still won't accept genre as
Literature—pull po face), then the
genre is a legitimate entertain-
ment form. I have been involved
with many groups in Melbourne:
Austrek (Star Trek), Melbourne
Science Fiction Club, national
conventions and Worldcons. Does
that mean I moved to General
Fandom?

I am the President of the
Australian Science Fiction Foundation (Assf.org.au). I
was involved at committee level on and off through the
early 2000s and in 2014 attended the AGM because I
recalled ASFF always had really nice afternoon teas,
and didn’t do much else mind you (now that statement
will put the cat amongst the pigeons). Trotted along
and they were all on diets or had chronic illnesses so no
nice cakes! Got roped back in and became VP I think

2016 and President 2018.



From there I have found that my fannish experience
has proven really helpful in my Day Job. Managing
dispersed and diverse teams is what you did in a club or
convention committee.

I found I liked hanging out: “networking” (which
is code for drinking in the bar), going to meals with
groups of interesting people, catching up and chatting
to lots and lots of people. I used to like working on
conventions behind the scenes but am now too old
to lug stuff around, stay up all night and turn up the
next morning with a hang-over. AussieCon 4 made
me jaded. Recently, well, last year when Alan Stewart

dragged me along to an Austrek meeting to help him
promote CoNZealand that joy reawakened again. Had
such a ball and am now going to meetings again. Well,
was until Covid-19.1 do little things—organise an
event, or award presentation etc on behalf of the ASFFE.
I still enjoy hanging out in the Dealers Room just
sitting at a table chatting to people—nearly everybody
at a convention will wander into the Dealers Room at
least once. I loved doing that when AussieCon 4 was
bidding for the Worldcon. Plus, you got to sit down
AND other people would bring you food and drink.

I'm looking forward to more of that.

A HISTORY OFF NZ FANDOM

By Simon Litten

WHILE NEW ZEALANDERS HAVE been reading,
creating and watching science fiction for over 140
years, organised fandom in New Zealand didn’t start
in earnest until the early 1950s with scattered groups
around the country organizing local clubs, publishing
fanzines, and corresponding with fans overseas.
With the 1976 founding of the first national club, the
National Association for Science Fiction (NASF) by
Wellington resident Frank Macskasy, Jnr., national
activities really coalesced. NASF pre-dated the first

national convention, Wellcon, in 1979.

Clubs and Things

NASF expanded over the following years and by the
early 1980s had branches in Wellington, Auckland,
Christchurch and Dunedin, and was for 12 years New
Zealand’s only nationwide science fiction fan organisa-
tion. Members in Auckland, Wellington and Dunedin
were involved in running national conventions,
although none were officially run by NASEF, and in
many of the fanzines that sprouted up in the late 1970s
and early 1980s, as well as amateur press association
Aotearapa. NASF was also a motivating force behind
the inauguration of a New Zealand Science Fiction fan
awards in the late 1980s (these later reappeared as the
Sir Julius Vogel Awards), and was the umbrella organ-
isation responsible for the appointing of host sites for
national conventions.
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At its height in the mid-1980s, NASF had a
membership of about 150 and a bimonthly club
magazine called Warp, which had the distinction
of being the first NZ club magazine to make it to
100 issues. By the mid-199os, the Auckland and
Christchurch branches had folded, although there were
still club members in those areas. The Dunedin branch
and the Wellington branch continued until the late
1990s.

Debate continues on why NASF died, as well as
whether it was officially wound up, but it was largely
inactive by the mid-199os and went into indefinite
recess in late 1997. The rise of science fiction as a
popular genre in the cinema and television, coupled
with easier access to science fiction books, magazines,
movie and television series on video and later DVD
likely contributed to NASFE’s demise. Considerable
infighting within the Wellington and Christchurch
branches may also have contributed, along with an
unwieldy National Committee. The Phoenix Science
Fiction Society was founded in Wellington specifically
as an alternative to what was seen as a moribund
branch of NASF, draining many active fans away
from NASF. Other factors included the growth of the
internet, which made an organised club less relevant. In
contrast to when Macskasy formed NASF in 1976, by
the late 1990s, New Zealanders could soak themselves
in science fiction without any need to meet other
people with the same interest.



The next national science fiction club was the New
Zealand Doctor Who Fan Club (NZDWFC). The
club was founded in 1988 by Scott Walker and Andrew
Poulson, and was at its height during Doctor Who’s
‘wilderness years’, during the 199os and early 2000s,
when the programme wasn't being made. Sadly, the
club folded in 2009. The club fanzine was Time Space
Visualiser (T'SV). TSV was first published in 1987
(before the club officially started) and was adopted
as the club magazine the following year. It ran for 76
issues over 22 years, with the final
issue appearing in 2009.

With the growing popularity
of science fiction and fantasy, local
clubs sprang up. The oldest still
extant is the Upper Hutt Science
Fiction Club. The next oldest is
Wellington’s Phoenix Science
Fiction Society, which began in
1989 and was founded by two
former NASF members. The club
meets monthly and publishes a
monthly club magazine. Founded
around the same time was the
Auckland Science Fiction Modellers Club. Although
there was an initial focus on model making, this club
later transformed into Stella-Nova and still meets
regularly. However, other clubs such as the New
Zealand Star Trek club have died with the advent of
the internet.

Aotearapa, a pun on Aotearoa (NZ’s Miori name)
and APA (for amateur press association), began its
existence in 1979 and runs in association with New
Zealand science fiction fandom. Aorearapa caters
primarily—but not exclusively—to science fiction fans.
Founded by Greg Hills in 1979, it is New Zealand’s
only APA, and NZ’s longest-running science fic-
tion-related publication. Members have mostly been
from New Zealand, although there have been members
in the United States, Australia, and the United
Kingdom. As with all fan-based works, it hasn’t been
without its controversies and humorous moments. One
member, tired of the often contentious commentary his
own commentary produced, circulated blank pages as
his contribution one month.

Published bi-monthly, Aotearapa had its heyday in
the early 1990s, at which time it would often exceed
180 pages. In decline in recent years, Aotearapa ran
for 167 issues before going into hiatus in July 2007. In
January 2008 Aotearapa resumed mailing and issue
168 re-emerged in different format, with bi-monthly
electronic mailings of pdf and text files replacing the
traditional paper and postage format.

Conventions and Expos

'The running of national conventions (natcons) in
New Zealand began in 1979. The following year the
organisers were confident enough in the popularity
of a natcon to invite an overseas guest: Merv Binns
of Australia. Natcons have been held annually ever
since with the exception of 1985 when the WorldCon
was held in Melbourne (AussieCon 2) when NZ
fandom thought that that event would syphon off too
many local fans from a national
convention. The conventions are
usually held at Easter, which

is a four-day weekend, or the
Queen’s Birthday weekend,
which is celebrated on the first
Monday of June. This latter date
allows for guest sharing with
eastern Australian conventions
as Queen’s Birthday is celebrated
there on the second Monday of
June (Queensland and Western
excepted).

In the early years of the national
convention, the four main cities (Auckland, Wellington,
Christchurch, and Dunedin) all held the NatCon. In
recent years, the conventions have mostly been held in
one of the two largest cities, Wellington and Auckland,
both in the North Island with Rotorua and Taupo
conveniently placed between those two cities also
taking turns.

With each national convention effectively starting
from scratch a new national body was created to
provide some continuity: the Science Fiction and
Fantasy Association of New Zealand (SFFANZ).
SFFANZ is a non-profit organisation founded in 2002
that aims to coordinate and facilitate science fiction
and fantasy-related fan activities within New Zealand.

There are occasionally other science fiction conven-
tions held in New Zealand between national conven-
tions. They were particularly common during the 1980s,
when they were used by national convention organising
committees for fundraising and as a means for testing
their convention organisation. As such, they often
took place in the same centres as the following year’s
national convention.

With the rise of film and television fandom and the
decrease in cost of air travel a new type of convention
appeared: the Armageddon Expo. Armageddon began
in Auckland on the weekend of 2 December 1995,
at the Avondale Raceway. In 1997, the expo added a
Wellington event. In 1999, Armageddon did its first
Melbourne event. Armageddon held events in Australia
sporadically over several years but stopped hosting
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“Planetoid” by
Diane Morris
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there in 2016. In 2007, the first Christchurch
Armageddon event was held; Armageddon
has also hosted events in other cities in New
Zealand including Hamilton, Manukau, and
Dunedin.

Armageddon has evolved from its roots
in comics and trading cards to showcase

computer and video gaming, animation, film
and television, cosplay, comics, live wrestling,
and retailers selling pop-culture merchandise.

In 1999 Armageddon invited its first TV/
movie guests: Claudia Christian (Babylon 5)
and Chase Masterson (Star Trek: Deep Space
Nine). Since then, the convention has hosted
celebrity guests from the worlds of movies,
television shows, animation, cosplay, YouTube,
comics and gaming. Event attendees can
meet guests, purchase autographs, enjoy
photo opportunities and watch panels
featuring the guests. Armageddon Expo is
one of the largest public conventions held in
New Zealand.

Armageddon hosts a variety of stalls run
by companies from around NZ and interna-
tionally, with merchandise including comics,

gaming, trading cards, anime, steampunk and
memorabilia sales. At each event, there are
numerous NZ and overseas comic creators
and artists also selling their products.

Fan Funds

Once conventions and a national body had
proven their popularity, thoughts turned to

a fan fund. The obvious choice was a fund to
further relations with Australian fans so the
Fan Fund of Australia and New Zealand was
set up in 1983 by John Newman (Australia)
and Sue Dickie New Zealand (Sue, and her
husband Vince, later became the driving force
behind the establishment of the Phoenix
Science Fiction Society). The first winner was
Tom Cardy, then of Dunedin, who attended
the 1983 Australian natcon, SynCon 83, in
Sydney. That year’s administrators were John
Newman and Frank Macskasy, Jnr.

Fan Awards

As appears to be usual practice, in 1989 NZ
fandom began giving fan awards at the
national conventions. However, there was
no continuity in those awards with each
convention doing its own thing. By 2000
the giving of awards had stopped. In 2002
the awards were revamped and reorganised,
and since then the Sir Julius Vogel Awards,
commonly referred to as the Vogels, have
been aimed more at the professional science
fiction and fantasy community. At the same
time the organisation of the awards changed.
These are now formally run by SFFANZ.
'The awards are named for Sir Julius Vogel,
a prominent New Zealand journalist and
politician, who was Premier of New Zealand
twice during the 1870s. In 1889 he wrote what
is widely (though erroneously) regarded as
New Zealand’s first science fiction novel,
Anno Domini 2000, or, Woman’s Destiny. The
book, written and published in Great Britain
after Vogel had moved from New Zealand,
pictured a New Zealand in the year 2000
where most positions of authority were held
by women—at the time of writing, a radical
proposition. In 2000, New Zealand’s Head
of State, Governor General, Prime Minister,
Chief Justice and Attorney General were
all women, as was the CEO of one of the
country’s largest companies, Telecom (the
national telecommunications company).



Other Fannish Activity

NZ fans have gone on to do the usual fannish
things such as launch writing careers e.g.
Nalini Singh, with a commercially successful
string of paranormal romance novels; and
Lee Murray, who incorporates Maori
mythology into her science fiction, fantasy
and horror stories. Or, creating publishing
houses such as Steam Press, Paper Road
Press and Martian Way Press. One fan,
Nigel Rowe, in 1983 wrote and published a
history of NZ fandom: it was titled Timeless
Sands: History of Science Fiction Fandom in
New Zealand Vol. 1. (Auckland: Martian Way
Press).

Other fans got involved in television or
films. Notable examples are: Peter Jackson,
who turned a love of science fiction into

a movie business; and Richard Taylor,

who turned a love of model making into

a special effects business. But perhaps

the least well-known was a young play-
wright-cum-musician who turned a cele-
bration of 1950s science fiction into possibly
the biggest cult stage show and film to date:
Richard O’Brien and The Rocky Horror
[Picture] Show. It is worthy of note that a
former Prime Minister of New Zealand,

Sir Robert Muldoon, played the Narrator

in a 1986 local stage production and also
presented Friday Night Frights—horror
movies on late evening TV. Richard O’Brien
now has a statue of himself as Riff Raft on
the site of the former Embassy Cinema,
where he would often attend the Late Night
Double Feature Picture Show. Now that is
success as a fan!

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ABOUT DUIF-
DOWN UNDER FAN FUND

DUFF, the Down Under Fan Fund, was created by John
Foyster in 1970 as a means of increasing the face-to-face
communication between science fiction fans in Australia and
New Zealand, and North America. It was based on an earlier
fan fund called TAFF, which did the same for fans in Europe
and North America. Other fan funds have spun off from these

two, all in the name of promoting a better understanding of
worldwide fandom.

Many excellent trip reports are still available in paper formand
can often be obtained at TAFF/DUFF auctions, a regular feature
of the Worldcon and many large conventions as well as specialty
cons like Corflu (the Fanzine Fans convention) and Potlatch.

WHAT DUFF WINNERS DO AND HOW TO SUPPORT THEM
By Paul Weimer

What happens on a DUFF trip?

You meet other fans from the places you're visiting,
let them know more about you and your fandom, and
enable fans at home to vicariously share in your travels!
This tends to involve helping out as much as possible
at conventions, which can include taking part in the
programme, possibly presenting an award if there’s
an award ceremony, helping with fundraising for
future DUFF trips, and generally being as visible and
friendly as you can. Before and/or after the convention,
travelling to meet other fans in different places is
expected; the winner will usually plan some extra time
for this, taking in specific events where possible.

On my own DUFF trip in 2017, I not only went
to Lexicon in New Zealand and Continuum in
Melbourne, but I met a variety of fans and genre people
in New Zealand, Melbourne, Canberra and beyond.
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What is expected of the winner after the
trip?
After the trip, the winner will become the new North
American DUFF administrator. It will be their duty to
raise and manage DUFF’s money in North America,
gather and count the North American votes for the
next two races and take the lead role in administering
the next trip to North America. (This is not as hard as
it sounds, since previous administrators are generally
available to help and advise.) During this time, the
administrator should ideally also be writing a report of
their trip, to publish and sell to raise additional money
for the fund.

In that regard, in 2017, I wrote my report, “What
I did on my Summer Vacation: The 2017 Down
Under Fan Fund Report” which you can still buy at
my website. I also have participated in a number of
auctions at various cons, gotten people like Seanan
McGuire to donate signed merchandise, and researched
various fan organizations to obtain donations. By all of



these methods, I have helped strengthen and replenish
the fund. These are the sorts of activities my successor

should also do.

Person X is standing. There's no way |
could beat them. What should | do?

One of the important fundraising methods for DUFF
is the money people pay to vote. To get people to vote
there needs to be a strong field of candidates. The fund
needs people to stand and then to do their best to win
by encouraging more votes, since this all contributes to
fundraising. Standing as a candidate can be a lot of fun
even if you don’'t win, and good practice for standing

again (by which time you might be the favourite).
However, do make sure you're prepared to make the
trip: there’s always the chance of an upset victory!

But isn't it just a popularity contest?

Being popular and well-known throughout SF fandom
certainly helps, but that might not be enough to win
by itself. In the past very popular candidates have

been beaten by candidates who put a lot of work into
their campaigns, including active support from their
nominators, which encouraged a lot more people to
vote. And candidates can become more popular as a

result of standing for DUFF.

ABOUT GUIF-
GET UP-AND-OVER /GOING UNDER FAN FUND

THE GET UP-AND-OVER [FAN Fund or Going
Under Fan Fund (its title depends on your point of
view) was modelled on DUFF and TAFF. It was
formed in 1979 by Leigh Edmonds and Dave Langford,
on an idea by Chris Priest.

In Chris’s words: “During the first weekend I was in
Australia there was a con, and during this I was struck
by one of my occasional IDEAS. We've had TAFF for
years, in which, as everyone in fandom knows, a fannish
visit from or to Britain or America is paid for by
fannish charity ... and more recently DUFF has been in
existence, in which fannish visits between America and
Australia are arranged. It suddenly occurred to me that
it was time the third side of the triangle was closed, and
after a few minutes of non-sober reflection in the bar,
GUFF was created by unanimous consent.”

Dave Langford noted in an issue of Ansible: “Chris
has written elsewhere about how he came back from
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his 1977 Australian trip full of fannish goodwill, Fosters,
and eagerness to forge new bonds with antipodean
tandom—provided only that someone else did the
work. Thus, one fine summer morning in 1978, 1
received his letter explaining that against titanic odds I
had won the coveted position of First European GUFF
Administrator. Resistance, Chris conveyed, was useless.
Leigh Edmonds was already in charge of this new fan
fund’s Australian end. The juggernaut had begun to
move.”

Edmonds (1979) and Langford (1979), have acted as
administrators without ever winning the Fund. Current
administrators are Marcin Klak (Poland, winner 2018)
and Simon Litten (New Zealand, winner 2019). The
current Going Under delegate is Alison Scott.

ALONLE TOGETHER AT THE EDGE
OI- THE WOIRLD

IN SO MUCH SCIENCE fiction—and apparently in
the minds of some billionaires—New Zealand is the
place at the edge of the map where you survive the
apocalypse. Climate change is not to be fought but can
somehow be run from, hidden from in bunkers. Scarily
prescient pandemics? You're safe from infection in New
Zealand. Nuclear war? We're just hanging out here
making gliders that fly with the power of our minds.

Is this how writers from Aotearoa New Zealand
imagine things? Yes, and no. The idea of people being
safer from some risks in a country with no land borders
is not founded on nothing (I am writing this during an
unfolding pandemic, so you'll forgive me if I'm hesitant
to make too definitive statements) and it’s captured the
imagination of as many local writers as international.
But they also see a more active and collective response,
with—often internationally connected—characters
working together to fight the growing destruction of
climate change, to pick up the pieces post disaster, or to
rebuild a new world.

That international-connectedness is key in Octavia
Cade’s The Stone Weta (Paper Road Press, 2020), which
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tells the story of a network of scientists, known to
each other by code names, who smuggle scientific
data throughout—and beyond—the world, ensuring
it survives destruction and falsification by government
interests. It is a thriller which imagines people—and
in this case specifically women—not as victims or
survivors of climate change, but as those who can
collectively resist it.

Sodden Downstream by Brannavan Gnanalingam
(Lawrence & Gibson, 2018) is both international and
powerfully local in its outlook, telling the story of a
Tamil refugee who needs to get to work from her
home in the Hutt Valley to her cleaning job in central
Wellington during a disruptive storm. Set during
one of the 100-year events that seem to be becoming
increasingly common, it depicts both setbacks and
community support. I want to say the events play out
as a microcosm of climate change, but that’s not quite
true because for many of us climate change will be—
and already is—the increasing frequency and severity of
events like this.



Where We Land by Tim Jones (Cuba Press, 2019) also
centres the experience of a refugee—in this case spe-
cifically a climate change refugee. Like Gnanalingham,
Jones illustrates the seemingly small actions that have
large impacts, following both Nasimul, a refugee who
survives the deliberate sinking of his boat, and Donna,
a new member of the shore patrol who finds herself
having to choose between following orders or saving
another.

In Jeft Murray’s Melt (Mary Egan Publishing, 2019),
which follows a woman advocating for the community
of a small (imaginary) Pacific island devastatingly
damaged by climate change, the outlook is similarly
international. The story explores New Zealand’s place
among the major players (India, China, and the US) as
the Antarctic gets developed.

In Octavia Cade’s shorter work, the actions of
scientists are again a focus. Her ongoing series of short
stories, including Portobello Blind in the Defying
Doomsday anthology (ed. Tsana Dolichva and Holly
Kench, Twelfth Planet Press 2016) and “The Feather
Wall,” portrays a world in which conservation scientists
on outlying islands are the only survivors of a devastat-
ing (and now scarily prescient) pandemic. In this case,
isolation does ensure survival—though an isolation
far greater than one would find on the main islands
of New Zealand—but the focus is on the preser-
vation efforts of those survivors, and the continued
importance of their work as scientists. Parallels are
drawn between the near-extinction of the human race
and that of the kakapo—with the implication that both
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are devastating losses, but losses from which some level
of recovery may be possible.

Set much further in the future, and after catastrophi-
cally destructive climate change, is Lawrence Patchett’s
The Burning River (VUP, 2019). In some ways it is
more isolated than the other work discussed here; if
the telecommunications technology of the twenty-first
century exists anywhere in the world, it is not known
to those in the story. And yet it is a story built around
connections—between individuals, but also to the land,
and to one’s lineage or whakapapa.

I write this in times that feel unprecedented. New
Zealand’s borders are—sadly but necessarily—mostly
closed. These stories of climate change and other
disasters told by New Zealand authors make no
attempt to separate us from the wider world—in
fact, many focus on international connections. The
waters that surround us are sometimes a blessing and
sometimes a curse but the focus is on interconnected-
ness, solidarity, and the choices we make to help each
other—all of which may prove far more essential to our
survival than geology.

THE DAVID A KYLE BIG HEAIRT AWAIRD

THE FIRST Bic HEART Award was given to E.E.
“Doc” Smith in 1959 in memory of E. Everett Evans.
It has been given each year since at the World Science
Fiction Convention to a fan or professional who
has contributed greatly of time and effort for the
betterment of the Science Fiction Community. The
purpose of the Award is to honor fans or pros that have
gone out of their way to make new fans feel welcome,
and have been very supportive of the ideals and values
of our community, but have not been given the recog-
nition they so richly deserve.

'The Big Heart Award was administered by Forrest
J. Ackerman for forty years until the year 2000. Mr.
Ackerman then stepped down and passed the admin-
istration of the Award to David A. Kyle, who ably
continued the tradition. In 2006 the Award was given
to Mr. Ackerman and renamed the Forrest J. Ackerman
Big Heart Award.
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In 2012 at Chicon 7, David Kyle gathered a small
group of fans together and asked them to assume the
administration of the Award when he determined that
he could no longer do so. When Mr. Kyle passed away
in 2016, Steve and Sue Francis and the group assumed
the responsibility of candidate selection and presenta-
tion of the Award at the Worldcon each year.

David Kyle will always be remembered as one of the
original members of Science Fiction Fandom dating
back to the early 1930s. To honor him and his work
as the Big Heart Award administrator, the title of the
Award was changed to the “DAVID A. KYLE BIG
HEART AWARD?” and was announced at Worldcon
76 in San Jose, California.

To date, 74 people have received the Award and the
recognition that goes with it.

EARLY, oRGANIZED NEW ZEALAND SF fandom features two fans
who quite literally blazed a trail overseas promoting the virtues of Kiwi
tandom and their friendly compatriots. Mike Hinge deserves to go first,
because he was the first New Zealander to attend a Worldcon (Solacon
in 1958), fully representing his homeland. His subsequent nomination in
1973 for a Professional Artist Hugo was also a significant reflection on his
chosen craft.

Mervyn Barrett, on the other hand, was an active fan in three different
countries throughout the 50s, 60s and 7os. He also tried to organize the
first convention in Hong Kong without success. These singular achieve-
ments ensured he was a well traveled and popular fan.

Teddy Harvia is an anagram of David Thayer. Teddy is a Hugo Award-winning
cartoonist who has been creating art for publication since 1967. His best-
known characters are the cute alien WingNuts. His other characters include
anthropomorphic echidnas, sabertooths, opuntia, stars, flamingos, BEMs,
spots, and robots. He has been contributing art to fan publications since 1977.
He was given the Rotsler Award in 2015 for his lifetime of artistic contributions
to fandom. David was Head of Publications for LoneStarCon2, the 1997 Texas
Worldcon, and co-chair for the 2003 ConCancun Worldcon bid. He lives with
wife Diana and a small tribe of felines in Dallas, Texas.
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MIKE HINGE

IN 2001 | wAS introduced to the wonderfully
psychedelic, futuristic, and surreal world of New
Zealander Mike Hinge. One of his long-time friends
in Philadelphia fandom told me that Mike needed my
help.

I wasn't familiar with his name. During our first
phone conversation, Mike agreed to let me represent
him. He told me he had “stacks” of artworks, and he
had never sold one. I told him I would do my best to
get him his first sale.

Hinge had been involved in projects that innovative-
ly blended high tech and art, ranging from imaginative
typography to a cryobionic unit designed for the film
2001: A Space Odyssey. Mike was a creative experi-
mentalist — everything he saw or touched, he wanted
to keep, examine closely, then turn into something else.
Nothing was off limits.

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Mike worked in media including “found objects” that
he made into (sometimes) kinetic sculptures. When
painting, he worked colorfully, usually on poster board,
in a variety of styles and media—gouache, acrylics,
marker ink, automotive enamels—frequently producing
works in full poster size (30”x 40”) with a distinctive
graphic style and vivid palette.

His psychedelic style distinguished him from other
science fiction illustrators of his generation as well as
contributing to our thinking of him as an American
artist, although he was proud of his New Zealand roots.

When he moved to New York City, in 1966, unsur-
prisingly he focused on high tech, space, and robots.

He drew the attention of artist, writer and publisher
Jim Steranko, who gave him work in his Mediascene

and published a portfolio of his work, The Mike Hinge

Graphic representations of women, idealized and “hyped”
so as to be both unforgettable and visually arresting, were
Hinge's specialty.

Experience, and a series of eight posters collectively
titled The Mike Hinge Electric Poster Trip.

Despite successes through the 1960s and 1970s,
including illustrations (covers as well as interiors) for
paperbacks and magazines Analog, Fantastic, Amazing,
and Time, Mike often was in financial difficulty.

He lived in New York, working for ad agencies,
and ultimately landed in suburban Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania. Mike’s obsession with hanging on to
every scrap of paper he ever drew on became a problem.
He was going to be evicted if he didn’t clear his
apartment (the fire marshall deemed it a fire trap).

Mike sent me 20 large paintings, along with his
impressive bio. And because of that history, Mike told
me, he wanted “top dollar.” He wanted me to sell his
art for thousands of dollars more than anyone would
pay. In the two years I represented him, I begged him
to allow me to lower his prices. He was starving, he was
practically destitute. He refused.

Only after his death, in 2003, was I able to make
sales for him, at prices the market would bear. 'm not
sure if he would have been thrilled by the news, or
absolutely furious.

MERVYN BARRETT WAS A friend to a good many
people. It is a true testament that his house was a
crucial stopping off point for almost everyone of an SF
persuasion, including professional writers and fans who
were visiting New Zealand. Indeed several purposefully
included Wellington on their travels simply to hang out
with Merv.

Mervyn was an active, integral part of the fannish
scene across three countries for over sixty years.
Starting as a young New Zealand fan publishing
zines in the early 1950’s, founding and hosting the
Wellington SF Circle in Wellington, before branching
out to live in Melbourne, Australia, and later, London.
Always on the move to bigger cities was Merv. Once
in New Zealand after approaching visiting satirist and
famous performer, Stan Freberg for an autograph, he
was startled to discover that Stan knew Bill Rotsler,
when Stan recognized a Rotsler zine Mervyn happened
to be holding!

For many years Mervyn and his wife Janet were
the only active New Zealand fans regularly attending
Worldcons and other cons overseas and he became fast

friends with many of the people he met. Especially
if their common interests included not only SF, but
Jazz and films, his other passions. Mervyn and John
Brosnan were great mates in London for a time, and
raised hell together during the “Ratfandom” era. It was
a long way from the tranquil and genteel times of the
Wellington SF Circle.

In 1979 he was the co-organizer and founder of
New Zealand’s first national SF con, Wellcon 9.
And not only did 2019 host the 4oth National NZ SF
Con continuing this legacy, but Mervyn was pleased
to learn before he passed, Wellington would also host
a year later, the 2020 Worldcon, a long held dream of
many fans in New Zealand. In mid January 2019 he
succumbed to the lingering impacts of a second stroke
that had struck several months earlier. Sadly he will not
now be able to help play a role in making Wellington
the center of SF fandom once more, but he will attend
in the cherished and thankful memories of those who

knew him.

There's a track leading up to the hills behind the Wellington suburb where | live.

'This book was strongly centred around New
Zealand, and was a utopian view of the future in which
women would hold many positions of authority.

At OdysseyCon in 2001, the proposal was made to
have the fan awards called the Sir Julius Vogel Awards.
